BOARD OF ELECTRICITY MEETING, OCTOBER 11, 2011
Dave and I attended the Board of Electricity meeting Tuesday, October 11.  Other than the usual discussions, there was a presentation on the new capabilities that can be accessed on the DLI web site.  Listed below are the items that were discussed:

CE's and License Renewal
· The web site for CE Course approval and Registration is dli.cesponsor@state.mn.us.

· Review and Course approval will be done by experts in that industry.

· Registration of CE classes can be on line, but can still be submitted by mail.  
NOTE:  See attachment CE Course New and Register
· License renewal can be done on line.  NOTE:  The 30 day grace period is gone.  License renewal needs to be in 30 days prior to expiration. The penalty for being late is one year's license fee.
· License holders can check to see what CE class hours have been credited on line.
· CE's can be scanned and downloaded to the web site, a confirmation e-mail will be sent.
NOTE:  See attachment Business License Renewal and Changes in License Renewal
Schedule Exams
· Exams can be scheduled on line, but experience will be validated prior to taking the test.

Permit Applications

· Permits can be applied for on line, and will take a credit card for payment.
· A user (contractor license number) and password will be needed.

· Some permits that require a notary will still be done manually.  DLI is working on this.

After the meeting, Dave and I met with Scott Nutting (Electrical Contractors Assoc) and John Ploetz (MEA) to ask the status of the legislation to stop the State from taking the $1.515 million from DLI.  John will set up a meeting to review where we are at.  Items of discussion will be:

· Grass roots effort to keep the permit money at DLI.
· As a result of the State Shutdown, there is now an issue of 22 cities/municipalities that have started doing their own inspections.  This will impact the revenue coming into DLI.
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
